Registration Instructions for local agency staff from Local Health Departments and Rural Health Agencies
Staff from local health departments and rural health agencies will register for applicable ICD-10-CM coding courses electronically using 
“SignUpGenius” as follows:

· Each staff member will need to register for the course(s) they plan to attend

· Review the Catalog of ICD-10-CM Coding Courses for Local Health Department and Rural Health Agency Staff and determine the course(s) applicable for your job role within the local agency

· Once you have determined the course(s) you will need, determine the date/time for the session you plan to attend (Note: For the September 2014 training, many of the courses will have only a single offering but attendees still need to register for the course)
· All sessions for a course contain the same course material so only register for one session for each course you need

· For example, for the Basic training course, there are 3 sessions; you only need to register for one session such as September 3rd, 8am-Noon
